Took the Gondola up to the highest point to view the panoramic view of the Christ Church  and  it's 
surrounding cities, lakes, rivers, with colorful flowers. Back to our pad for a two hour break, booked tour to see 
the kiwis and off to Wilding Park for some grass court tennis with my two German friends and one Canadian 
team mate for some doubles.  USA  just  beat Canada and are in the finals against the number one seed, Great 
Britain. Their team name is Queen's Cup and the men's 80 Team Cup name is Gardner Mulloy. Lakewood's 
Roal Flater is on that team and they are also in the finals.  More to come from this beautiful country with 
friendly folks.  Saw a street performer and listened to some great Jazz on Cathedral Square prior to our 
departure to the courts.
